By Laws and Racing Rules: Recognizing that we may not be compliant with the By Laws, over the
course of the year, we’ll make recommendations to update the By Laws for 2009. One of the
sections that need to be updated is the board positions.

Racing Rules: Will attempt to align our racing rules with the Region 10 rules of 2008. If we approve
the rules, the region will approve our racing rules. We did not change the points structure, since
we’ve already started the season.

The board members present went through the change log of the Racing Rules. One member
inquired as to why we wouldn’t align with the Monza rules, for example. Another concern was the
change to racing rules after the 1% race of the year. Terry confirmed that this is not a By Law rule,
and that changes to the Racing Rules after the first race is allowed.
