Doug, Todd, Dave, Cody, only ones seen working the track, so everyone please don’t 
be afraid to help out.   Laurie noticed judges trying to bail out of judging duties.  Don’t forget, it’s up 
to the assigned judge to find a replacement for themselves.  Reminder of the pit meeting rule that 
your driver will go back to the line if you don’t show up to judge.  Laura Collins said that judge’s 
sheet wasn’t in at sign in.  The judges list will be changed back to the old order and be available at 
sign ins at the next race. 
 
Board Meeting:  

·  Minutes from February meeting approved. 
·  Facility Improvements:   

o We received written approval from the County as well as National, to do the 
improvements. 

o If the size of the track changes, then we’ll vote on new track records or not then. 
o No work party on the 8th, and will change work party schedule on the web (Doug).�� 
o Cody Thompson update on the soft wall: 

�  Contacts: 
·  Infineon Raceway - Lisa Leduc will call Anh Thompson back tomorrow 

with how many tires, and what sizes they have in their trailers to dispose 
of. 

·  Altamont Raceway – Jeff Macy says there will be a practice on 3/22 if we 
want to come up in the pit/entrance area and he will set us up with the 
tires that we need. 

·  Carol Shelby Goodyear (Las Vegas) – Donnie says there will be a 
Winston race in Roseville at the end of March, and he believes there will 
be plenty of tires for us if we can wait until then. 

·  Hoosier Tire – Robert is still looking for tires for us.  He was out racing 
this weekend and will be back on Monday. 

·  Called Joey Zampa, member of American club, and he gave Anh a 
number to call in Woodland that recycles tires.  He called and spoke to a 
woman who didn’t know if they could donate tires, so she gave him a 
number to call and a contact name.   

�  Will need a big empty trailer to borrow for the Winston Race in Roseville to pick 
up 10” slick racing tires 

�  Angel will volunteer his truck. 
�  Will have to make more than 1 trip to collect 200 tires because the racing 

season has just started and no one has that many of the same size, yet. 
�  Will possibly need to go to several different places to pick up tires. 
�  If we are unable to get the tires, then another plan would be to improve the 

picture taking area.  Another scout is interested in this as well. 
·  Cody would need help from an architect to draw up plans.  The 

preference is to make it look like Madera’s. 
o Grass & Turf Repair Update –Angel  - pending/  Terry says that maybe we should just 

weed the area for now so the kids have a level, softer playing field. 
·  Bylaws & Racing Rule Update Subcommittee –Terry 

o We are not compliant.  Definitions, board duties, eliminate the requirement to update 
our rules annually (to ‘as needed’).   

�  Motion by Kim Conright to establish a bylaw and racing rule update 
subcommittee to submit update recommendations  to the Club members and to 
the board:  passed unanimously:  Jerry, Terry, Susan on subcommittee. Some 



ideas are: consolidate member positions, granting work party exemptions for 
those few director positions and providing gate keys to all paid members. 

·  Emergency Response Requirements –Craig / red flag.  The requirements of the National 
QMA and the County contract do not have requirements for EMTs.  The Rangers are 1st Aid 
& CPR certified. First aid/CPR training for club members at the track was offered from Du-All 
Safety but no training has been scheduled��

·  2008 BQMA Racing Schedule Confirmation –Terry / RD asked us to confirm the schedule.  
He will approve the date change back to August if our board approves.  Motion from Susan 
Carver, second by Karin Flavetta to approve the schedule as passed at the previous 
meeting. This motion passed unanimously.�

·  Promo & Picnic Days Coordination –Joan  / she may suggest a different day because of 
Infineon race conflict.   

o Will ask Jeff if promo day hours count as work party hours.   
o Picnic/ Laurie wants to make it clear that it’s not the “Napier’s” party it’s a BQMA 

beach party. 
�  During the weekend of the 16th and 17th of Aug.  Beach party day at the beach, 

then a BBQ/stay over at the Napiers in Scotts Valley.  Laurie checking at the 
RV park, and rates at the Best Western.  

�  Email Laurie to confirm.  Tentative 10 family count so far.   
·  County contract is approved:  5 year lease with option for another 5 years (must apply within 

6 mos of lease expiration).   
o We do have to create 2 signs with the Baylands Logo.  We have an extension to the 

deadline.  $110 per sign, Joan will have the club logo sent to the sign company and 
approve the look and have them made. Jeff coordinate the work party to hang it up. 

·  Bay-Valley Series –Terry  / Next meeting we will propose rules (use home track rules?).  
Must decide how to transfer the points. 

·  BQMA Promotional Table at Events & Advertising –Joan 
o Terry got fliers from National and gave them to Joan for use..   
o Terry talked to the people at Ocean Speedway, and they are fine with us putting up a 

table and quarter midgets.  Will give us a prime spot at any one of the races that we 
pick, we just need to give them a date (with the exception of the Outlaw Races).  Joan 
will visit their website and identify some optimum races and coordinate to have BQMA 
members attend and promote BQMA training at these select events. 

o Joan will pick a few, and other events that might be a strategic event to staff.  Joan will 
coordinate staffing of these events.   

o Laurie brought up a raffle idea.  Can we raffle off a quarter midget training discounts or 
a free training?  Free promo day 10 laps? Joan has full authority to use the propotional 
ideas as she deems appropriate. 

·  Terry asks that the Board to put together a binder for their positions. 
o For example, new training binder for trainees, info on web addresses, other tracks, 

short sheets, specs on safety equipment, etc. 
·  Mentor idea:  Have the Training Director assign mentors to new families.  When a trainee 

graduates, make sure that their car is up to date with all the new rules and safety specs.   
·  Training course evaluation for new families. 

o The Training Director should develop one:  improvements, likes, dislikes, etc.  Terry 
emailed Laura with a standard evaluation form she can use to modify to use as a tool 
to identify areas for improvement.  Need a trainer on Tuesday evenings (Dave Ford 
can’t do training). Angel said he’d be there to help.

The Rangers will not 
unlock the gates without 2 adults.  You should also have your Baylands membership card with you.  If 
you don’t have a Baylands card, please contact the membership director to get one, or have your 
yellow membership copy available.  The Rangers have a roster, but it may not be current.  You must 
ALSO sign the release form that is posted on the display board.  If there are none there, please let a 
Board Member know so that they may be replenished. 
 
Please remember that no dumping of gray or black tanks from motor homes or trailers is allowed on 
the Baylands Facility (this includes the Park’s paved area).  Be careful not to spill gas during the rainy 
season.  This is a request from the County of Santa Clara – Hazardous Materials Division.  If you 
have any questions or witness this occurring, please contact the Baylands President or a Santa Clara 
County Park Ranger on duty.  ALSO, make sure to clean up your tire shavings after the race and 
dispose of any trash in your area.  The club will charged for cleanup, and it is not environmentally 
friendly!
