OPEN FORUM

Approved February minutes as amended to drop Dana Ambrisko as being in attendance.

Old & New Business

-Racing Rules for 2009: Terry discussed that the new QMA rules have not yet been distributed to
the clubs. They will soon and are effective April 1, 2009 this year. There is a new rule for Novices to
have a kill switch mounted on top of the roll cage.

-Training Status: Dawn provided a spreadsheet that identifies the training status. There are
currently 4 being trained, 4 ready to be enrolled and 10 on the waiting list. Andrew has changed the
keys the training shed and will provide keys to the trainers and President. Primary trainers will be
provided with an additional key that they may provide an alternate trainer if they deem appropriate.
