OLD AND NEW BUSINESS
Vote on the proposed racing rule changes for 2009 was tabled to the next meeting.
The By Laws update will occur after the racing rules for 2009 are approved.
Soft wall update (Cody Thompson): 150-200 tires will be delivered for a $300 fee on May
18", As this is the date of the Club Regional race, Cody will attempt to coordinate to have
the tires delivered in the afternoon so the members can work as a chain-gang to unload and
stack them behind the turn 1-2 bleachers near the back container. The track will be closed
between July 6 -13. Demolition is scheduled for Sunday, July 6™ and assembly/installation
set for July 12 with a completion on July 13. Todd will try to have County volunteers available
to help on some these days. Cody will coordinate the Eagle effort with Andrew and the Club
work parties.
Electrical issue at the Snack Bar: Andrew Napier will coordinate completion - $1200
approved for the materials cost to repair.

REMINDERS:

If you go up to the track to practice, you MUST HAVE 2 ADULTS present. The Rangers will not
unlock the gates without 2 adults.

You must
ALSO sign the release form that is posted on the display board. If there are none there, please let a
Board Member know so that they may be replenished.

Please remember that no dumping of gray or black tanks from motor homes or trailers is allowed on
the Baylands Facility (this includes the Park’s paved area). Be careful not to spill gas during the rainy
season. This is a request from the County of Santa Clara — Hazardous Materials Division. If you
have any questions or witness this occurring, please contact the Baylands President or a Santa Clara
County Park Ranger on duty. ALSO, make sure to clean up your tire shavings after the race and
dispose of any trash in your area. The club will charged for cleanup, and it is not environmentally
friendly! Thanks.
