Meeting called to order 7:15 
 
John Mitchell proposed making the Silva family Baylands Lifetime Members for their contributions 
to the club and this sport.  Motion by Susan Carver.  Seconded by Todd Flavetta.  No objections. 
 
Here is the story of Dick and Jane Silva and their incredible dedication and passion for quarter 
midget racing (by John Mitchell): 

 
1967 Joined QMA thru the Santa Rosa QMA Club, began racing with Danny, later Darrin started racing.  
 
1969 Joined Baylands QMA, (at its original location in Sunnyvale) 
Santa Rosa club lost its land. 
 
1972 Moved to Sunnyvale – Dick became one of Baylands technical directors 
 
1973 Dick is Assistant National Tech for the 1973 Grand Nationals at Baylands. 
 
1970’s thru 1980’s, Dick is part of Baylands Tech 
 
1972 thru 1978 Jane is part of Baylands Tower Personnel.   
 
1975-1979 Jane is Baylands Fundraising Director (Raffle Director) 
 
1976 Dick is Baylands Track Director (different position than today) 
 
1979-1981 Jane is a Trainer for Baylands 
 
They helped in the move of Baylands from Sunnyvale to eventually its present location. 
 
1970’s thru 1990’s, Dick is often a part of the National Tech Committee. 
 
1970’s thru 1980’s, Dick is part of Regional Tech 
 
Early 80’s, Darrin runs his last Quarter Midget Race  
 
Darrin continue to run Halves for a few years.  (You may see his track record in the tower). 
 
Moved to Sonora in 1988, but remained as active as they could in the sport, including: 
 
Dick served as National Tech Director in the mid 90’s 
 
Dick served as Acting Assistant Region 10 Director at the 1999 National Meeting 
 
Addition to club, regional and National positions -  
 
1974 Dick Silva and Don Mitchell buy out AGI chassis from Bob Arnolde and continue building cars under the brand 
name M&S Chassis from 1974 till about 1978  
 
Throughout the 70’s Dick was the Northern California dealer for Kurtis Quarter Midgets 
 
Dick began doing engine work for people in the early 70’s.  In 1980, he bought Ernie Bose’s business and continued 
building motors under the name Bose Built. 
 
In about 1982, after Kurtis stopped making Quarter Midgets, Dick began building cars under the Bose Built name that 
were based loosely on Kurtis chassis.  He was a pioneer in the use of Coil over springs on Quarter Midgets.  
 



In early 2001 Dick suffered a major stroke, and he continues to have complications.  During that same time Jane 
slipped on an Ice Patch and suffered major trauma to her leg, broke in multiple places and has a steel rod in her leg 
still.  In 2002 they closed down the Bose Built business, and by 2003 were financially unable to continue their 
membership in the Baylands club.  However, prior to that, they were members of the Baylands club continuously for 
nearly 35 years.  They have been unable to get to many Quarter Midget races, although I was able to get Dick to 
come out to the 2004 Grands at American.  I had hoped to get them out to the 2008 Grands this year, but it is harder 
for them to get around.
